Players must be capable of carrying or pulling own bag …completing 18 holes in four (4) hours…scoring 120 or below. Players shall be 
monitored and at the discretion of the tournament officials, may be removed for not meeting above standards. 

                                                                    SDGA Junior Behavioral Code 
All players, caddies, and spectators in SDGA Junior events will be expected to adhere to the following behavioral codes:   

 Caddies will be allowed in each of the SDGA Junior tournaments. 

 Caddies must be age 21 or under and may not be ANY relation to player (father, mother, brother, sister, aunt, uncle, grandfather, 

etc.)  Junior Chairman must approve all caddies prior to the round. 

 Proper golf attire must be worn at all times while at the course. This includes a collared shirt (tucked in at all times), spike-less 

footwear, pocketed Bermuda type shorts that come to the top of the knee (no denim jeans); any caps must be worn forward. 

 Proper care shall be taken of golf courses. This includes replacing all divots, raking bunkers, fixing ball marks, placing golf 
bags off greens and fringes, and litter to be thrown in proper receptacles. 

 Proper demeanor is expected of each player to include NO: inappropriate language, club throwing, rash displays of temper, 
disrespect of fellow competitors, or any other unsportsmanlike conduct. 

 Respect shall be shown to all tournament and course personnel.   
 
It is understood that any player may be removed without warning from SDGA Jr. Tournaments for violation of any of the behavioral 

codes. If removed, contestants shall not be allowed to participate in future SDGA tournaments without appearing before the Board of 
Directors of the SDGA. 
Spectators shall be silent and remain approximately 30 yards from the players during the course of play. Violations will result in a stroke 

penalty to the player(s), then disqualification of player(s) if violations continue.  Golf carts will not be allowed to any spectators; however, 
sneakers may be worn.
